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PAINTING AND DRAWING GROUP
My Favourite Artists
#1 Paul Klee

If there was only one artists work that I could take to a desert island, it would
have to be Paul Klees. His work is so varied and charming that I never tire of
looking at them.

But first, some basic facts:

1879/1940 - Born in Switzerland

Art style - Expressionist, various

Famous for Teaching at the Bauhaus from 1921 to 1931

Legacy - 9000 works of art - Zentrum, Paul Klee, Bern, Switzerland

Why I Love Paul Kee

When i first saw Klees work I was browsing in a bookshop, and chancing upon a
book called ‘Painting Music’ immediately felt I was looking at art that conveyed
something much more than mere representation, but was joyful and mysterious,
emotional and sacred. I was hooked and have since acquired a small library of
Klee books, visited the Zentrum in Bern dedicated to his work, and spent many
hours in galleries looking at his paintings.

A Very Quick Biography

Klee grew up in a musical household and was a talented violinist with early
ambitions to pursue a career in music, but it was art that he felt provided the
means to express himself.

He married Lily, a piano teacher, and they had a son, Felix.

He became a member of the art group, Der Blaue Reiter (Blue Rider) and visited

Tunis with fellow group member August Macke in 1914, where he experienced a
colourful epiphany.
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He fought in the first world war, which claimed Mackes life, and in 1921 he
went to Weimar to teach at the newly formed Bauhaus, where he was very
popular with the students.

Fleeing from the Nazis in 1933, who considered him a Jew, Klee took his family
to live in Switzerland where he began to show symptoms of the progressive

disease scleroderma, which would later take his life.

Prolific till his death in 1940, Klee had produced 9000 works of art and was
admired by both critics and his peers, including Kandinsky and Picasso.
